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1 What impact will the BEE certificate play in 
tenders going forward? Will it need to be 
shared and will any preference be given to 
each BEE level? 

The B-BBEE certificate will have no impact in pharmaceutical 
tenders managed by the National Department of Health going 
forward.  It does not need to be shared nor will it be used to give 
p-points.  
Preference points will be scored through alignment with specific 
goals (HDI and RDP) set by the Department as prescribed in the 
SRCC, referred to in the Preferential Procurement Regulations of 
2022 and as contemplated in section 2(1)(d) of the Procurement 
Policy Framework Act No 5 of 2000, which may include 
contracting with persons, or categories of persons, historically 
disadvantaged by unfair discrimination on the basis of race, 
gender and disability including the implementation of programmes  

RDP goal may change from tender to tender. 
3 Will the HDI promotion and points 

claimable be allocated based on our 
ownership element of our current BEE 
scorecard?

HDI points claimable will be allocated based on the percentage of 
an enterprise which is owned by HDI`s and in the case of a 
company, the percentage of shares that are owned by individuals
